SFLB foot notes on Heb 10:24-25; “love for one another in Christ must manifest itself in works of love and gathering
together in His name, especially in the light of His imminent coming.” We need to meet now more than ever!

2 Cor 13:12 Greet one another with a holy kiss. Phil 4:21 Greet every saint in Christ Jesus. The brethren who are with me
greet you. Greet: #782 aspazomai; to enfold in the arms (hug), embrace, welcome. Greet is used 46x in the NT.

Heb 6:2 tells us “laying on of hands” is foundational to our faith. According to Bible Reference Companion the laying on
of hands is; “An action symbolizing God’s anointing and power.” We do this for healing, impart blessings, to receive the
Holy Spirit, to send out missionaries, to ordain ministers, to impart spiritual gifts, to bless the children; impossible to
social distance.

Kentucky’s Gov. Andy Beshear said churches will not be allowed to sing corporately or play any wind instruments. He
has a list of regulations for churches including only one person in the bathroom at a time and if must be disinfected after
each use. This is excessive.

Communion and breaking the bread of fellowship. We do this together as a family; impossible to social distance.
Kneeling down side by side at the altar to humble ourselves before God; impossible to social distance.

25% maximum capacity; | will not stand at our door and turn someone away from hearing the Gospel, from worshipping
God, from giving their life to Jesus, from filling their broken heart with hope because a man or woman says | can’t be
over 25% capacity; impossible to social distance.

This is called being “One,” one voice, one sound, one accord and it released a special anointing of
God.

James 5:13-16 /s anyone among you suffering? Let him pray. Is anyone cheerful? Let him sing psalms. 14 Is anyone
among you sick? Let him call for the elders of the church, and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name
of the Lord. 15 And the prayer of faith will save the sick, and the Lord will raise him up. And if he has committed sins, he
will be forgiven. 16 Confess your trespasses to one another, and pray for one another, that you may be healed. The
effective, fervent prayer of a righteous man avails much.

Impossible to social distance.

Acts 2:46-47 So continuing daily with one accord in the temple, and breaking bread from house to house, they ate their
food with gladness and simplicity of heart, 47 praising God and having favor with all the people. And the Lord added to
the church daily those who were being saved.
