Mother’s Day  

“I Hear Your Cry” -God 
 
Monday May 3rd, two days after our Praise Rally during my morning prayer time I was asking the Lord to show me what 
happened spiritually at our Praise Rally. During this time, I got a text asking me asking if I was doing a Mother’s Day 
message (as to The Kingdom of Heaven). I replied “Not sure,” and started praying about it. Almost immediately I heard “I 
Hear Your Cry” as being the message title.  It is a mother’s cry for her children. Holy Spirit started unfolding the spiritual 
understanding of the Rally: 
 
May 1st Praise Rally: The Prophetic Declarations Releases the Spirit of Prophecy Bringing Freedom!  
 
The opening shofar blast and teruah shout came after a 24 hour fast and 13 days of prophetic declarations. It blew away 
demonic walls and put demons to flight. It shook the kingdom of darkness over the Thumb. The first song “Freedo m” 
proclaimed “Where the Spirit of the Lord is there is freedom, there is freedom!” This set the direction not only for the 
rest of the rally, but was a proclamation/declaration over America. When planning the rally, Denny and I both agreed , it 
was very important to start with the song “Freedom.”  
 
We sang and made declarations for 5 more songs.  
 
During the 6th song Great Defender, we humbled ourselves, kneeled and bowed down in complete surrender to Jesus 
Christ. The next song The Blessing, God’s blessing was poured over us, our children and children’s children. Then Pastor 
Randee Williams called up the parents with prodigal children and prayed over them and for their children and 
grandchildren. At this point thousands of angels were released to guide our children back into the arms of Jesus.  
 
Right after the Rally, several people were commenting about the Spirit of Freedom and joy on our church. The Pastors 
that participated left Life Song very excited for what God is doing.  
 
The National Day Of Prayer May 6th, 2021 
 
4 days after our Rally was the National Day of Prayer. Theme verse for the National Day of Prayer: 2 Cor 3:17 Now the 
Lord is the Spirit; and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty (freedom).  
 
Wow!  I did not know this until I went with Pastor Mark Seppo to the state capital for the National Day of Prayer Rally.  
 
The theme for the NDOP 2021: “Love, Life and Liberty” and I have to say right now LSC is filled with more “Love, Life and 
Liberty” than ever before!  
 
Kathy Branzell was the host for the NDOP television event and this is her prayer: 
“We pray to see the Lord fill our lives, families, churches, workplace, education, military, government, arts -
entertainment and the media with Biblical, not cultural, not worldly, but Spirit-empowered, Spirit-filled Love, Life and 
Liberty as designed and defined by our Creator and Savior.”  
 
Kathy’s national prayer is for the 7 Mountains of society to be filled with the Holy Spirit power, Love, Life and Liberty.  
 
There were 2 primary sponsors for 2021 NDOP event, The Museum of the Bible in DC and a group called One Cry. Their 
goal is to bring churches together as “one cry”.  You can find  out more about at onecry.com. 
 
2021 is the 70-year Anniversary of the National Day of Prayer. In February 1952 Reverend Billy Graham stood on the 
steps of the Capital Building and called for congress and the President to establish a National Day of Prayer.   
 
For 70 years, Americans has been crying out to God for this nation.  
 



Jer 29:10-14 For thus says the Lord: After seventy years are completed at Babylon, I will visit you and perform My good 
word toward you, and cause you to return to this place. 11 For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, says the Lord, 
thoughts of peace and not of evil, to give you a future and a hope. 12 Then you will call upon Me and go and pray to Me, 
and I will listen to you. 13 And you will seek Me and find Me, when you search for Me with all your heart.  
 
Writing on the Wall 
King Belshazzar’s heart was lifted up in pride against the Lord of Heaven and defiled the vessels of the House of the Lord 
and praised the gods of silver and gold. This is when fingers appeared opposite the lampstand of the wall in the king’s 
palace and wrote in the plaster. Daniel explained to the king what had happened.  
 
Dan 5:24-31 Then the fingers of the hand were sent from Him, and this writing was written. 25 "And this is the inscription 
that was written: MENE, MENE, TEKEL, UPHARSIN. 26 This is the interpretation of each word. Mene: God has numbered 
your kingdom, and finished it; 27 Tekel: You have been weighed in the balances, and found wanting; 28 Peres: Your 
kingdom has been divided, and given to the Medes and Persians."  29 Then Belshazzar gave the command, and they 
clothed Daniel with purple and put a chain of gold around his neck, and made a proclamation concerning him that he 
should be the third ruler in the kingdom. 30 That very night Belshazzar, king of the Chaldeans, was slain. 31 And Darius 
the Mede received the kingdom, being about sixty-two years old.  
 
Daniel knew the prophecy spoken by Jeremiah about the 70 captivity in Babylon and the time was up, so he started 
praying about the release of his people and during his 21 day fast, the angel Gabriel appeared to him after contending 
with the demonic principality of Persia called the prince of Persia in which Michael the Arch Angel had to come and help 
in the battle. In order to obtain freedom in this physical realm, a battle must be fought first in the spiritual realm ( Dan 9 
and 10).  
 
This is when King Cyrus took over Babylon, and made a proclamation for the temple to be rebuilt in Jerusalem and 
released the holy vessels of gold and silver to be sent to Jerusalem.   
 
Ezra 1:1-4 Now in the first year of Cyrus king of Persia, that the word of the Lord by the mouth of Jeremiah might be 
fulfilled, the Lord stirred up the spirit of Cyrus king of Persia, so that he made a proclamation throughout all his kingdom,  
and also put it in writing, saying, 2 Thus says Cyrus king of Persia:  
 
All the kingdoms of the earth the Lord God of heaven has given me. And He has commanded me to build Him a house at 
Jerusalem which is in Judah. 3 Who is among you of all His people? May his God be with him, and let him go up to 
Jerusalem which is in Judah, and build the house of the Lord God of Israel (He is God), which is in Jerusalem. 4 And 
whoever is left in any place where he dwells, let the men of his place help him with silver and gold, with goods and 
livestock, besides the freewill offerings for the house of God which is in Jerusalem. 
 
I believe the spirit of King Cyrus is still upon our government, and God is not finished with America, and we still are a 
“City on a Hill” that shines bright to the nations with the glory of God! Just like Daniel cried out to God for the nation of  
Israel to be released from bondage in Babylon, I believe the Moms in America have been crying out to God for their 
children and for our nation.  
 
Ps 56:8-11 You number my wanderings; Put my tears into Your bottle; Are they not in Your book?  9 When I cry out to 
You, Then my enemies will turn back; This I know, because God is for me. 10 In God (I will praise His word),  In the Lord (I 
will praise His word), 11 In God I have put my trust; I will not be afraid. What can man do to me?  
 
Isa 12:3-6 Therefore with joy you will draw water From the wells of salvation. 4 And in that day you will say: "Praise the 
Lord, call upon His name; Declare His deeds among the peoples, Make mention that His name is exalted. 5 Sing to the 
Lord, For He has done excellent things; This is known in all the earth. 6 Cry out and shout, O inhabitant of Zion,  
For great is the Holy One of Israel in your midst!"
